Number 
Oral counting to 10. Recite rhymes and 

sing songs e.g., 1, 2,3,4,5 once I caught 

a fish alive, 1, 2 buckle my shoe etc. 

We will be focusing on the numbers 1 

and 2 this month, encourage your child 

to practice writing these numbers on 

chalk boards, whiteboards, paper etc.   

Language 
Share stories and Nursery Rhymes with 

your child and discuss them. We will be 

focusing on ‘Incy Wincy spider’, 

‘Hickory, Dickory Dock’ and ‘Humpty, 

Dumpty’. Read your child a bedtime 

story and talk about the book with 

them. 

Snack Time 
Please provide your child with one healthy, nutritious 

snack and a bottle of water each day.  Children may 

bring one of the following: a piece of fruit, a yoghurt, a 

small sandwich, crackers or cheese.  Please be aware 

that Steelstown Primary School is now a nut free zone 

due to pupil allergies.
