Homework

The purpose of homework is to consolidate and develop the children’s ability to work
independently. Children should typically spend no more than 30 minutes on written
homework. Teachers try hard to match the homework to ability and feedback from

parents is helpful to achieve this. Each child will be issued with a Homework Diary and
Reading Record. Pupils will record their homework daily and parents should ensure that
homework and reading are completed and signed.

Reading
Reading is a core skill and should be

encouraged at every opportunity.
Pupils will be provided with a class
reading book/novel which will be
read as part of their homework.
They will also be given the
opportunity to use the class and
school library. The Reading Club is
open every morning and pupils are
encouraged to avail of this facility.

Equipment
While the school provides

essential equipment, it is
advisable that each child has
their own personal tool box of
pencils, erasers, glue, ruler,
scissors and a personal

dictionary.
